STATEMENT OF PLAINTIFF’S CLAIM

6. The Plaintiff has demanded this amount from the Defendant, but the Defendant has refused and/or neglected to pay the same.

7. THE PLAINTIFF, THEREFORE, CLAIMS:

a) judgment in sum of $1,700.00;
b) interest pursuant to The Pre-Judgment Interest Act; and

c) the filing costs of these proceedings being $20.00

d) such further costs as this Honourable Court may deem just.
