STATEMENT OF PLAINTIFF’S CLAIM

1.      The Plaintiff, Any Snow Removal Ltd, is a company incorporated in Saskatchewan with a registered office at Saskatoon, SK, and carries on business in Saskatchewan.

The Defendant did not contact the Plaintiff at anytime during the period of the agreement to cancel any snow removal dates.

The Plaintiff removed snow from the Defendant’s driveway seven times over that winter. Accordingly, the Defendant issued an invoice an invoice for $525.00 on April 3rd, 2006. The invoice stated that payment in full was due within 30 days. This payment has not been received. Therefore, the Plaintiff is claiming the sum of $525.00 as payment for the snow removal services.

The Plaintiff has demanded payment of the said amount, but the Defendant has refused and/or neglected to pay the same.

6. THE PLAINTIFF, THEREFORE, CLAIMS:
a) judgment in the sum of $525.00;
b) interest pursuant to The Pre-Judgment Interest Act; and

c) the filing costs of these proceedings being $20.00

d) such further costs as this Honourable Court may deem just.
